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Assessment Project:

Using the Results of Assessment to Guide Instruction

The purpose of this project is to provide you with the opportunity to collect information from multiple perspectives and sources that will help you learn to plan effective language arts instruction for all students.  The assignment is designed to complement assessment projects in TEP 142A and in TEP 151 during the fall quarter.  
Assessment project assignments will help you in gathering information about the learning strengths and needs of all children in your placement classroom.  Some will involve direct observation and interaction with students, while others will require that you obtain information from your cooperating teacher.   

The organization of the Assessment Project should reflect your developing understanding of literacy and of the needs of the students in your class.  The following examples are intended to help you communicate your ideas:  you may wish to organize your own work differently while incorporating the required information.

3) Analysis and reflection
The purpose of this part of the assignment is to help you build your knowledge of how to link assessment and instruction in planning and organizing an effective language arts program.  The information will also help you plan appropriate learning experiences in a unit of instruction during winter/spring quarters.  The “ big idea” you are looking for here has to do with the range of student language and literacy proficiencies:  you will have opportunities for more in-depth analysis of individual children’s learning in future assignments (TEP 142A/151; TEP 161B Language Arts).  Understanding the range of student learning needs provides the context for that analysis:  you will eventually draw inferences or conclusions about the progress of individual students through knowledge of the profile of the group as a whole.  For now, identifying the range of learning needs will help you understand how to organize language arts instruction, plan for flexible grouping during activities, develop appropriate lessons and materials for the whole class, and to ensure equity as you monitor progress over time.
